Spanish 1 is an introduction to Spanish language and culture. Students will learn to listen, read, write, speak and translate the language.  Students will also acquire basic vocabulary in this introductory course.  Parents may access the NC Standard Course of Study at www.ncpublicschools.org/curriculum.

Spanish Class Procedures







1. IF YOU ARE NOT IN YOUR SEAT WHEN THE BELL RINGS, THEN YOU ARE TARDY.

2. INCOMPLETE HOMEWORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  NO CREDIT WILL BE GIVEN UNLESS THE ASSIGNMENT IS COMPLETE.

3. HOMEWORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED LATE.

4. You may bring a bottle of water to class.  Soft drinks, candy, and food will not be allowed.  You will be asked to throw these items away if you open them in class.

5. AFTER finishing your Spanish assignments you may talk QUIETLY, read, or do work for another class.

6. You may not talk during a class lecture.

7. If you are caught cheating, you will be given a zero and your parents will be notified.
8. Grades will be computed as follows:

a. Tests – 40%  (3 or 4 per quarter)
b. Quizzes – 50%  (12-20 per quarter)
c. Homework – 10% (a written assignment at least three days per week)
Quizzes may or may not be announced in advance.  You should be prepared for a quiz every day.  

Tests will typically be announced a week in advance.  Test dates will be listed on the course website at www.schoolnotes.com/27606/seguin.html
Homework will be worth 10% of your grade.  You will start the quarter with 100 points.  Each assignment will be worth four points.  In order to keep the four points, you must have the ENTIRE ASSIGNMENT WHEN IT IS DUE.  Homework will NOT BE ACCEPTED IF IT IS INCOMPLETE OR LATE.  You will not have homework every night, but if you plan to be successful in this class, you will need to spend a few minutes looking over your notes and vocabulary EVERY NIGHT.

9. If you are legally absent from class, YOU HAVE TWO DAYS TO MAKE UP ANY GRADED WORK.  AFTER TWO DAYS, YOU WILL RECEIVE A ZERO AND I WILL NOT ACCEPT YOUR WORK.

10.  Important dates:

Fall Open House will be September 11 at 6:00 pm.  Progress reports will be issued the weeks of September 22 and December 8.  Report cards will be issued on November 7 and January 30.  If you do not receive progress reports or report cards on those days, please feel free to contact me.  Final exams will be given between January 19 and 22.  The final exam will be worth 20% of the course grade and each quarter will be worth 40%.  You can check your student’s grades via SPAN (Student Parent Access Network), and I will try to update it at least once a week.  Early release days will be September 25 and October 16.  
This year Athens Drive will implement SMART (Students Maximizing Achievement with Resources and Time) Lunch, which will be an opportunity for students to get extra help in their classes.  Students may be assigned to Mandatory Guided Study if their performance in my class indicates that they will benefit from this intervention.  I will notify students when they are assigned to Mandatory Guided Study and I will monitor students' progress in the class to determine when they come out of Mandatory Guided Study.  In addition, SMART Lunch will provide opportunities for open tutorial sessions on designated days.
